If
the current situation does not change, these endangered languages will become extinct
within the next century. Many other languages are no longer being learned by new
generations of children or by new abult speakers; these languages will become extinct
when their last speaker dies. In fact, dozens of languages today have only one native
speaker still living, and that person,s death will mean its extinction.

As recently as 50 years ago all the members of a family would run to the window to
watch an automobile pass. They watched the "horseless carriage" to see if it could climb
the next hill. They wondered what would happen to the passengers in a rain storm.
People joked about the early cars, but almost everybody wanted to own one.

The automobiles of 50 years ago did not look much like the cars of today. They
looked more like the horses - drawn carriages people were used to riding in. Some of the
early cars even had electrical connections.

The idea of using an engine of some kind toturn the wheels of a carriage is really
quite old.

In 1930, Professor CK Ogden invented Basic English, It had only 850 words and
Ogden said most people could learn it in just thirty hours. The problem was that people
who learned Basic English could write and say simple messages, but they couldn't
understand the answers in 'real' English!

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As more and more languages become extinct every year - an estimated 20 languages
per year - the question of a nuiversal language becomes inevitable. Will the world
someday speak one common language?

No one is absolutely positive about what will happen in the future. What is for certain
is that we need to strive to preserve and appreciate this wonderfully rich and diverse
world while there are still speakers of dying languages. Whether we continue on the path
toward languageunification or language diversity, cultural diversity should be and will
be a part of our global society for many years to come.

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Sidney Poitier was born in 1927 snd grew up on Cat Island in the Bahamas, which
was a British colony at the time. His father was a poor farmer. Poitier moved to New
York as a teenager and took a job as a dishwasher. Then he worked as a theater janitor
in exchange for acting lessons. He began performing in plays and got his first theater
role in 1946, in an all-black production of t_h_e__(_}}ge_lz_comedy Lysistrata. His first movie
role was in the 1950 film No Way Out, in which he played a black doctor who treats
two white prisoners.

Tension between whites and blacks was a fact of life during the 1950s and 1960s.
Poitier chose to play many roles that explored issues of race. In the 1967 movie In the
Heat of the Night, for example, he played Virgil Tibbs, a detective from Philadelphia
who investigates a murder in a small town in Mississippi. Tibbs and many of the
characters that Poitier portrayed overcame prejudice and won the respect of others.
Throughhis roles and his performances, Poitier helped create serious roles for African
actors and change people's views toward blacks.

During his career, Sidney Poitier directed nine movies and acted in more than 40. He
has won many awards and has been nominated for even more. In 1963, he received an
Oscar for his role in Lilies of the Field. This made him the first black actor to win an
Academy Award for best actor. In 1974, Queen Elizabeth II of England "knighted" him,
giving him the title "Sir Sidney Poitier". As a poineer in the film industry, Sir Sidney
continues to inspire many people today.

When you see a
cat's eyes shining in the night, it is simply light reflecting off this layer. Some predators
and tree-dwelling animals have vision that allows them to focus on objects or prey in the
distance.

On average,
people in the industrilized world spend three hours a day on the activity - fully half of
their free time, and more than on any single activity expect work and sleep. A recent
research shows that someone who lives to 75 would spend nine years in front of the
television. Possibly, this devotion simply means that people enjoy TV and make a good
decision to watch it.

$1,000 per pound. It has been used in kitchens, as well as in artwork and cosmetics, for
thousands of years.

Saffron comes from a small flower called a crocus. Each blossom grows three tiny red
threads, or stigmas, which are then dried and sold as saffron threads.

A man named Samuel Morse thought that people should have a faster way to send
messages. More knew that some scientists had been working to solve this problem, and
he began experimenting too. He had heard about machines that sent controlled bursts of
electricity over wires. He built a better machine than the other scientists. His machine -
the telegraph - sent short and long bursts of electricity over very long wires.

Next, Morse's partner Alfred Vail designed a code for sending messages. In his code,
the short and long bursts of energy were combined in different ways. Each combination
stood for a letter of the alphabet. For example, a short and a long burst stood for the
letter A. One long and three short bursts stood for the letter B. With Morse code, people
could send messages over long distances in a short period of time.
